Basic Function

Under general direction of the Crew Leader, performs basic and semi-skilled technical work in the distribution and maintenance of the gas system with a high regard to safety.

Primary Duties and Responsibilities

1)
Assist crew leader in the field or where needed in distribution, maintenance, pipe fitting, pipe laying, performing leak surveys, line locating or monitoring the cathodic protection system.

2)
Assist in installation and repair of all types of gas mains, pipes and service lines.

3)
Assist with and complete equipment maintenance.
4)
Attend training sessions as assigned by supervisor.

5)
Perform related work as required and other such duties as may be assigned.

Knowledge, Education and Skill Requirements

Requires graduation from high school or possession of an acceptable equivalency diploma.    Prior natural gas or utility experience, welding experience and/or possession of CDL license considered a plus.  Requires manual skill and the ability to follow instructions.

Other Significant Facts


License:  A valid Florida Driver License and acceptable driving record is required.


Attendance:  Good attendance is an important factor in this position.
Working conditions; Heavy lifting; digging, heavy carrying; reaching above shoulders; use of fingers; use of both hands; climbing (use of arms and legs); use of both eyes; distinguishing basic colors; distinguishing shades of colors; good hearing; straight pulling; pulling hand over hand; pushing; walking; standing; crawling; kneeling; bending; balancing; smelling; stooping; running; shoving; twisting. 

Environmental conditions: Inside and outside work; in heat, cold, high humidity; in bright sunshine; in dampness and chilling conditions; with flames; in dust; exposure and close proximity to dogs, cats and other animals; in dry conditions, in noisy conditions; in high speed traffic and along roadways; with petroleum based products and oils; with natural gas leaks; on slippery or uneven surfaces; in or with moving objects or vehicles; on or with ladders or scaffolding; at heights above ground level; below ground confined spaces (ditches, tunnels, holes); with feet, legs or hands in water; with explosives; with vibrations; working closely with others or alone; with poor lighting and ventilation; miscellaneous odors and fumes; with odors of gas.

Drug/alcohol testing: Employees in this position are required to undergo testing for alcohol and illegal drugs.

This job description should not be construed to imply that these are the exclusive duties of this position.  Employees may be required to follow any other instructions, and to perform other related duties, that may be required by their supervisor.
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
